3	� No rule is more important than our relationship. If 
our children care about the relationship they will 
care about the rules.

My take home here is 

1	 Love your children with all your heart

2	� Find ways of attaching to your children (Camping, 
Skiing, Biking) 

3	 Rules are necessary but are not the main thing
